IGM has to date worked on the basis of partnering with national pastors, who in turn represent ministries, many of which
include schools, medical centers, orphanages, etc. Once developed, the formal process will serve as a template, a measurement tool for looking at
all of our existing IGM educational partnerships.

Itinerary Notes: (1) Leadership Conference: IGM holds an annual leadership conference for its Directors and Coordinators. This will take place at
“Mission Central,” the IGM home office in Rochester, NY during May 3-8. Pray for this event, that our time will be fruitful as we discuss issues
relevant to the mission’s direction and overall operations. (2) Mission Training School: This is also an annual event to be held at “Mission Central.”
The event features the arrival of many of our national pastors who will receive training during this week. The school runs during August 12-19.
Following the school, the national pastors will visit local churches and present their ministries for several weeks. The pastors will be grouped with
coordinators and directors who will accompany them for their travel itinerary.

From Operation World?: More than a billion people live in this huge country which dominates South Asia. Recently they have suffered unusual
weather patterns, the 2004 tsunami and the 2005 quake. Many people still have no homes to rebuild their lives in. India is the spiritual home of
Hinduism. Of the 820 million people in the world who follow Hinduism — 96% of them live in India. The whole of Indian society is based on Hinduism,
which divides everyone into different castes (classes). Hindu ways of thinking even effect parts of the church and faith of some Christians. India’s
economy has grown quickly in the last ten years and India is now a nuclear power, but it is home to many of the world’s poorest people. Over 600
million people in India live in deep poverty and another 300 million don’t have enough to live on each day. Yet in the past 10 years poverty has been
reduced by 10%. There are 4 million orphans in India alone. Half the children and young people of India live in poverty and many more are

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malnourished. Millions of children work sweatshops or are sold into slavery to pay
off their parents debts. There is also a growing trade in child prostitution, buying

children from neighboring Nepal and Bangladesh.

Baptists India Ministries, therefore, is both timely and targeted. With regard to
training pastors, Mount Zion Baptist Bible College & Seminary (see students in

photo at the right) is the theological training arm of Baptist India Ministries. Andhra
Pradesh is a region of some 75 million people. According to Dr. Chatla, the region

is “lacking qualified theological pastors/theologians and the major gap between

educated world and untrained church is clearly visible.” MZBBC exists “to educate

people from all over India and plant churches in and around the nation of India
through the trained students.”
