Our Ministry Journey 
 The Lord has blessed us with a diverse minis-

try since 1986. The diversity has been a blend of pas-

toral and cross-cultural ministry. We have pastored 

churches in North Carolina, Indiana, and New York. 

 While actively involved in pastoral ministry, 

we founded Laborers Together, a 501 

(c)3 mission to undertake short-term 

mission trips for the purpose of evan-

gelism and discipleship. LT has al-

lowed us to serve in multiple foreign 

countries; conducting camps for young 

adults, holding Bible conferences, teaching modular 

seminary courses, offering ESL (English as a Second 

Language) schools, participating in 

evangelistic campaigns, and publishing 

Christian books.  

 Additionally, we have served 

as the Executive Director of a Bible 

Conference and conducted summer 

children’s camps in the USA. In 2005, 

the Lord opened the door to join the 

faculty of a local community college on an adjunct ba-

sis (Religion & Ethics), a position 

that continues to the present. 

 Joining the IGM family is a 

culmination of more than 25 years 

of pastoral and cross-cultural minis-

try. The Lord has placed upon our 

hearts a burden to teach and to 

train those preparing for ministry. It is our joy to em-

brace this call the global network of educational part-

nerships (schools) represented on IGM’s 27 fields.  

 The calling is critical given the current trends 

in the harvest. With more than 178,000 new Christians 

daily and 4,500 new congregations forming weekly, 

this leaves a void of 7,000 pastors daily, 210,000 

monthly, or 2.5 million annually.1 Estimates are that 

fully 85% of the world’s Bible-believing churches are 

led by untrained men. A further implication of these 

statistics is that if all of our schools were filled to 120% 

of capacity, we would only be able to meet 10% of the 

need. Sadly, this is due to the fact that there are few 

trainers to equip the leaders who are required to match 

the exponential growth of the church, especially in the 

third world.  

 We are committed to stand with national pas-

tors,  to assist them in meeting the challenge of train-

ing leaders.
