Are you familiar with the account of the Apostle Paul receiving the Macedonian 
call? Are you sure? Letôs visit the passage for just a moment. I might preface our 
visit by suggesting the assumption that Paul was a man of action. In fact, Paul 
was a planner. Can you picture him in your mind mapping out his travels and 
locating key population centers along the way? Now bring that mental image to 
Acts 16:6-10. The passage opens with the naming of several regions and the 
noted intention of preaching the gospel to planned destinations. In short, the 
Spirit of God changed the place, but not the purpose. Familiar with the 
adage, ñMan proposes, God disposes?ò We must intend to preach the gospel; 
God determines the place and the time.  

A month ago we set our sights on the African nation of Kenya. Though the 
opportunity exists to assemble 400 pastors and church workers for a training 
conference, we were unable to coordinate a ministry team able to go in July. The 
Lord, however, has opened the door to the Caribbean Island of Jamaica. Our 
purpose remains the same, training national workers and visiting the works of 
our National Church Planters. In addition, we will be able to evaluate and 
encourage the ministry of Fairview Baptist Bible College (right column). This 
school, Lord willing, will prove integral to the mobilization of pastors and 
missionaries as it serves as an educational hub. FBBC is uniquely situated to 
train and deploy men not only from the Caribbean Islands, but also many of the 
African nations. Jamaica is 84% Christian, but Christianity is diverse within that 
demographic. 

Please pray for Rex Furman (International Fields Director) and I as we travel to 
and minister in Jamaica during July 16 ï August 2. We praise the Lord for your 
faithfulness in praying and also for your financial gifts to help with our 
support needs. We now have a Travel account to receive funds to assist 
with trip-related expenses. Would you pray and consider this need as well 
and what the Lord may have you to do?
