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After serving as a Council member for the past several years, it was a great privilege to attend my first Leadership Conference as the newly
appointed Global Academic Director. The new conference format proved highly productive as both mission Directors and Coordinators took aim at
defining and refining their respective ministries. As Directors, we were able to consider foundational issues
such as; developing a mission statement, assigning specific vision-related projections, coordinating vision-
specific strategies, and emphasizing the need for organizational development. It was a blessing to witness
the breadth and depth of discussion as men passionate about ministry pooled their collective wisdom
toward the common goal of “reaching the world for Christ.”

Of specific interest to our vision and strategy is the central role of training pastors through a network of
national-led educational partnerships. An IGM team returned recently from Kenya, a field under the
oversight of national pastor and IGM East Africa Field Coordinator Wilson Maungo. Pastor Maungo is also
the Director of Baptist Faith Missions, a fellowship of local churches and Christian schools that includes an .
orphan ministry and Bible Institute. During the Leadership Conference, | was informed as to the Wilson & Pamela Maungo
recommendation of the team to hold a pastor’s conference in the near future to address matters of training

the men who faithfully serve in Kenya. | have begun correspondence with Brother Wilson to determine the timing of the conference and the topics
that represent the most critical training elements for his men. Also, we are forming a team of
trainers, including myself and International Fields Coordinator Rex Furman.

IGM is well-represented in Kenya by devoted and capable leadership. Baptist Faith Mission
(BFM) began in 1991 with two families and has grown to more than 70 churches and 2
preaching points in Kenya, Uganda, Rwanda, Burundi, and soon the Democratic Republic of
the Congo. According to Pastor Maungo, in addition to planting churches, BFM provides
“education for our less privileged children in eight academies. Over 1000 children are receiving
schooling. A clinic in Uganda soon will be operational. We also have Orphanages in Kitale,
Busia, and Uganda. We also have 30 orphans in Rwanda and 21 in Burundi.”

Currently, our educational partnership in Kenya is with Independent Gospel Bible Institute. L\
IGBI exists to train men for the ministry. Anthony Juma serves as Assistant Director of BFM V |
and the Pastor of Huruma Baptist Church. Regarding IGBI, Pastor Juma writes: “Our Bible

School is doing great and since January, students have been attending for a full week every

month. Currently | am teaching Church Development, Dispensationalism, The Poetry Books

and Balancing Christian Life. So keep praying that we are able to train and equip pastors and co-workers well for the
work of the ministry.” Critical to the Bible Institute (IGBI) is the need for qualified national teachers. National Pastor
Peter Nilson is currently in the USA and attending Tabernacle Baptist Bible College and Theological Seminary in
Virginia Beach, VA. After graduation he intends to return to Kenya and work alongside Pastors Maungo and Juma. In
his own words, Nilson writes: “It is my desire to see the pastors leading Bible-believing local churches in Kenya

and other parts of Africa, trained to correctly handle the holy things of God's Word and able to share that Word more
effectively through the preaching of the true Gospel to thirsting souls in Africa.”
